Garbage Bags

Please use transparent or semi-transparent plastic bags for “(Non-separated) Burnable trash,”

“Non-burnable trash,” “Cans, Bottles and Plastic Bottles” and “Plastic containers and packaging.”

@ Garbage bags must be transparent enough for the contents to be seen.

@ Please use bags with 45 liters capacity or less.

@ Transparent / semi-transparent plastic shopping bags can be used.

® Kitchen waste or trash which you do not want other people to see can be wrapped or put into a small,
non-transparent bag and then put into a transparent or semi-transparent bag along with other trash.

To request the disposal of large garbage by
special postcard, write your name, address,
contents of the garbage, number of items and
draw & rough map of where you live and where
you place the garbage on & special postcard
and send it to the Eastern Area Environment
Office. The sender's name and address must
be his/her personal name and address.
Requests are also accepted at the Resident
Enwironment Policy Division (10F main bidg.,
City Office), the Eastern/Western Environment
Office and each branch of Tokushima City.

To fill out an application online, please visit
the Tokushima City Website. Click the [<5L-
F4iE](Living  Information/Procedures)then
[Ca#- U4 J)] (Garbage/Recycle). From the
[#E#C3 ) (Large Garbage)section, please fil

out the required information for the application.
Applications on our website are available within
24 hours from your PC or smartphone

In two to three weeks of receiving your request,
the Notification of Large Garbage Collection”
including the information for collection
day/site and “Large Garbage Collection
Sticker(s)” will be mailed to you.
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Attach the “Large Garbage Collection Sticker®
on each item.(Garbage without a sticker
is NOT collected.) The sticker (s) will be
mailed to you at the same time as the
“Notification of Large Garbage Collection.”

Collection Sticker

Before 8:30 am of the collection
day, place the garbage at the point
indicated in the Notification of Large
Garbage Collection. Collection time may be
affected by the collection order and traffic
conditions. If your garbage is not collected
before 15:30 pm of the collection day,
